The goal of the Project “SABALIZARDS" is to create large-scale outdoor art installations (sculptures,
structural works, murals) to the theme of lizards, snakes or any other local reptiles or amphibians.
The projected timeframe for the completion of the project is six years. Artists from all over the world
are invited to contribute to the ongoing nature of the project — to participate in the design and
orchestration of these unique installations, which then become a permanent part of the
Foundation's Mediterranean Environmental Art Park. This particular program is geared towards
skilled artists who will be committed to seeing their individual contribution to completion. Although
the artists will be the primary overseer of their installation, they may be accompanied by local
craftsmen, international volunteers, and students.

(It should be noted that all materials sent in for project suggestions will not be sent back to the artist
as they will confribute to the permanent efforts of the project.)

Background on the mission of the Foundation

Nik Spatari and Hiske Maas state that the mission of their Foundation is to develop public interest,
knowledge, and appreciation of contemporary art that is multicultural and international in nature.
The MuSaBa Laboratorio (Workshop) offers visitors a chance to see bold contemporary art projects
in progress. Here artists are encouraged to explore new mediums and procedures for creating, as
well as to take risks without limitations or constraints. The Project SaBalizards captures the heart of
this mission by encouraging international artists to come and create permanent installations which
may then be appreciated by visitors and locals for years to come.

Applied techniques and skills

We request that any and all seriously moftivated artists apply for this unique opportunity to be
stretched and challenged. All interested candidates should be prepared to do hard work that may
be physically demanding. Such work might include the following types of manual work: fool
operation, construction activities, and natural stone building and/or carving. Painters must be
familiar with working on large surfaces.

Artists may bring assistants to better facilitate the orchestration of their artistic creations.
